Sustainable forest management (SFM) has been defined by the
United Nations General Assembly as a “dynamic and evolving
concept, which aims to maintain and enhance the economic,
social and environmental values of all types of forests, for the
benefit of present and future generations” (FAO., 2007).

The aim of SFM is to ensure that forests supply goods and services
to meet both present-day and future needs and contribute to the
sustainable development of communities. Forests and trees, when
sustainably managed, make vital contributions both to people and

to the planet, representing a source of livelihoods, providing clean
alr and water, conserving biodiversity, and contributing to climate
change mitigation (FAO.).
